1850s.)It is amazing how much occured in this isolated area over time. | found the book an
entertaining, quick read.(There is also a film, "The Missouri Breaks," a 1976 American western

starring Marlon Brando and Jack Nicholson set in this area that a critical and commercial failure.)

A third of the book is about dinosaur hunting in the Hell Creek area of Mt; the rest is a
paleontologist’s take on Lewis & Clark, Custer’s last stand, the Montana Freemen, and the future of
the area. The most interesting parts were the chapters about Harley Garbani, a fossil-hunter who
dug up multiple T. rex’s in the area and a personal friend of the author, and the K-T extinction
controversy, in which Dingus participated. Dingus clearly loves the area, but if your interest is the
dinosaurs of Montana, this book is probably not for you. Also, Dingus has covered the K-T extinction
in a separate book.Not helping is that the language is unnecessarily complex. The text is studded
with five dollar words, and | don’t mean technical ones. Actually, more technical terms would have

been welcome.
