The book's authoritativestatus quickly becomes questionable especially when its author

makes obvious spelling and grammar errors.I wish I knew the page numbers, but the book needs to

get another thorough editorial review before its official publication.In addition, several ideas are

redundantly repeated as if a student is trying to increase his or heressay's length by repeating the

same concepts in paraphrased words.
